Identification of puppy:
 This contract is put in place to protect the puppy you are purchasing, and the breeding program that is in place. This is legally binding and has to be reviewed and signed before any puppy will be sold. 
 Health: All puppies sold from CountrySide will be healthy upon leaving at the age of 8 weeks or later. Each puppy will be current on shots and vet checkups for the appropriate age. Deworming will take place starting at 2 weeks of age, and done every 2 weeks until are 6 weeks. The puppies will be Baer tested between five and six weeks of age to determine their hearing status. Everything will be done by a licensed Veterinarian. Hearing stats will be available to potential owners.
  Any fully deaf puppies produced will be sold at a reduced rate, and to an approved home, preferably with past experience with deaf dogs. It is my belief that a deaf dog can live a completely normal life when given the opportunity, and trained properly. Uni-Lateral puppies, meaning they can only hear out of one ear, live a totally normal lifestyle, and have no issues. All uni-lateral puppies will still be the same price.
  Once the puppy has left my premises, the new owner has 72 hours to get the puppy checked by their local vet. If after having the puppy checked, the veterinarian finds an illness, disease, or ailment, the puppy may be returned for a refund. After 72 hours, any ailments, sickness or disease not reported to a vet, and back to the breeder becomes the responsibility of the new owner, and the breeder is no longer held liable, and no monies will be refunded.
 All required shots must be kept up by the new owners after 8 weeks of age to prevent detrimental, and life threatening diseases. 
· Genetic Diseases: In the case that a puppy comes down with a genetic disease before the age of two, a partial refund will be given or another puppy from an upcoming litter. A signed veterinarian document, along with all other documentation including but not limited to: X-rays, test results from outsourced labs, ultrasounds, must be presented to the breeder. The breeder reserves the right to get a second opinion on the documentation before refunding any money, or providing another puppy. Below is a list of genetic diseases that will be covered by the aforementioned statements. 
1. Hip Dysplasia
2. Elbow Dysplasia
3. Entropian/Ectropian
 In the matter of hip and elbow dysplasia, environment can play a major role in the early onset. Excessive jumping, running up and down stairs, over exercising before 18 months, can cause the early onset of these two diseases. Poor nutrition can also be a cause of these two diseases, so it is imperative that the puppy be placed on a diet plan that suits the need of medium to large sized puppies, and be kept on puppy food until the age of 6 months. No dog(male or female) is to eb spayed/neutered before the recommended time frame listed in the Spay/Neuter section of this contract. IF A DOG IS SPAYED OR NEUTERED BEFORE THE RECCOMMENDED AGE, THE COVERING OF GENETIC DISEASES WILL BE VOID, AND NO MONIES/PUPPIES WILL BE GIVEN IN PLACE.  Not adhering to these recommendations will void this section of the contract, and in the event the dog comes down with either disease, and it is found partially, or fully due to environment and nutrition, no refunds will be given.
 There is no guarantee that a dog will not develop any of these diseases, no matter how well bred they may be. I do not guarantee that this puppy will not develop a genetic disease. Instead I have done my best in providing parents that I believe will promote the best genes, and in doing so my hope is that no puppy develops any form of a genetic disease, if that happens to be the case then I will stand behind my contract and follow through.
 Limited Registration: With this registration no dog will be able to compete for a championship in AKC/UKC sanctioned conformation dog shows. However performance events can be done on this type of registration. These include but are not limited to, agility, obedience, rally and Dock Diving. If being sold on this contract please read the Spay/Neuter section as well. You will still receive official AKC/UKC paperwork. Dogs on this registration MUST still be registered. It is required of the buyer to register this puppy before 1 year of age!
 Full Registration: This registration is for dogs being sold as show prospects, and for potential breeding purposes by the original breeder. Having full registration also entails having a co-ownership with the breeder. The new owner will be the primary caretaker of the dog, but the breeders name will also be listed as an owner on the official paperwork. Any breeding done by this dog will have to first be approved by the breeder, and then signed off on the official paperwork. Full registration entails that the breeder retains first right of breeding with this dog. 
 Full registration dogs must attain at least an AKC Championship in conformation shows but are encouraged to seek other outlets of sports and venues(UKC, Obedience, Rally etc.).
 Any dog that is going to be bred must first undergo specific testing to ensure the best of future puppies. It is imperative that the breeder knows about any and all health concerns with a potential breeding dog. Before breeding commences, vet records from both sire and dam are to be forwarded to the breeder. Both breeding dogs must show good representation of the Dalmatian standard, and have BAER Bi-LATERAL hearing NO EXCEPTIONS! Breeding dogs are not to have blue eyes, and are not to be bred with a dog that has one or both blue eyes. Below are the required tests for potential breeding dogs(sire and dam required):
· Brucellosis(for breeding females)
· Hips(OFA/PENNHIP)
· Thyroid Levels
· BAER test

  Should a potential breeding dog come down with a health issue, or reason that the dog is not to be bred, it is to be spayed or neutered immediately(with the breeders knowledge beforehand). Maintaining a healthy line of dogs and preserving the integrity of the Dalmatian breed is my main concern. 
 *NO DEAF OR UNI-LATERAL DOG WILL BE SOLD ON FULL REGISTRATION!* 
 All registrations must retain the name CountrySide somewhere in the official name on paperwork for both AKC/UKC.
 Spay/Neuter: All puppies sold on limited registration contracts must be Spayed or Neutered no sooner than 15  months of age! Females must be spayed between 12-15 months! Only exceptions are if the puppy comes down with a health issue that requires them to be altered before this age. Female puppies can go into heat at 6 months or later. Waiting the full 15 months will let the dog mature, and fill out physically, and cut down risk of complications with growing, and development of genetic bone disorders such as dysplasia, and also behavioral isues.  It is imperative that females be monitored around other dogs, and not come in contact with unneutered males due to the nature of the risk. 
 Buyer responsibilities:  
 Buyer agrees to pay the full amount of $_______ plus any shipping costs, before eight weeks of age. A $400 deposit is made in advance, and will go toward the sum of the puppy. The deposit is non-refundable except in the event that the puppies are 4 weeks or younger, and you can no longer obtain a puppy. After 5 weeks of age the deposit is non-refundable. In the event the puppies are 8 weeks old and ready for new homes, and you are no longer able to obtain the puppy, the deposit will be unavailable, but can be put toward the next litter. If your gender or color preference is unavailable deposit can be forwarded to the next litter or refunded before 4 weeks of age.
 If the buyer cannot receive the puppy at 8 weeks of age, any and all vet expenses including but not limited to, additional shots, deworming, must be paid to the breeder before leaving. All receipts will be provided for proof of purchase and correct amount owed.
  At no time is this puppy to be sold, given to, traded etc. to a third party, pet store, breeder, or turned into a shelter of any kind! If at any point in the puppy’s life you are unable to care for the dog, and need to re-home it, the puppy comes back to CountrySide Kennels, and no money will be refunded. The puppy will be accepted back into the ownership of CountrySide Kennels. All official paperwork and vet records must be returned with the puppy.
 If at any point the puppy is presumed to be abused, neglected, malnourished, or any form of animal abuse the puppy will be taken back by the breeder with no refund. At no time is this puppy to live on a chain, or tie out in a back yard. 
 The buyer agrees to keep this puppy up to date on all required vaccines, and health related items including but not limited to heartworm prevention, flea prevention, medications should the puppy need them. This puppy is being placed into a home as a pet and companion and should be treated as such. 
It is my goal at CountrySide Kennels to provide an exceptional dog to deserving families. I will always be available to answer any questions, and here for support throughout the puppys life.
